The SPCA Albrecht Center's Veterinary Care Center is a full-service clinic providing medical care to 
shelter pets, as well as being open to the public. We are a Humane Alliance certified high quality, high 
volume spay/neuter clinic operating inside a limited admission, non-profit animal shelter with an intake 
of approximately 1,300 shelter pets per year. Our facility is fully equipped with a full-service lab, digital x-
ray, ultrasound, and dental equipment.

Qualifications: DVM licensure or equivalent for SC.
